Mark Wells
Coordinator for Cuban Affairs at the U.S.
Department of State

Mark Wells, a career member of the Senior Foreign Service,
has been the Coordinator for Cuban Affairs at the U.S.
Department of State since August 2014. He leads an office
responsible for formulating U.S. foreign policy with regard
to Cuba, including the normalization of bilateral relations.
In his work on Cuba, Mr. Wells managed the negotiations
for the re-establishment of diplomatic relations and re-
opening of embassies in the summer of 2015.

Previously, Mr. Wells oversaw civilian security and counter-
narcotics programs in the Western Hemisphere for the
Bureau of International Narcotics and Law Enforcement
Affairs in the Department of State. In that position, he
managed a portfolio of $1.2 billion in foreign assistance
in more than 20 countries in Latin America and the
Caribbean. He also served three years as the desk officer
in charge of Colombia (2006-2008) and Venezuela (2006-
2007). Prior to joining the Foreign Service, Mr. Wells
worked in the Department of State as a coordinator in the
office that managed the Summit of the Americas process
(1994-1998).

He served overseas as political counselor in U.S. Embassy
Colombia (2011-2013), deputy political counselor in

U.S. Embassy Venezuela (2003-2006), economic officer

in U.S. Embassy Bolivia (2001-2003), and vice consul in
Monterrey, Mexico (1999-2001). He also served in the
Regional Embassy Office in Mosul, Iraq, for six months in
2005. Mr. Wells has an M.A. in international relations from
the George Washington University (1995) and an M.S. in
national security strategy from the National War College
(2014). He and his wife, Tabitha, have four children. He
speaks fluent Spanish.

Barbara A. Lee is a distinguished professor of Human
Resource Management at Rutgers’ School of Management
and Labor Relations and the Senior Vice President for
Academic Affairs at Rutgers, The State University of New
Jersey. Professor Lee, an attorney, teaches employment
law and higher education law at Rutgers and has served as
department chair, associate dean, associate provost, and
dean.

Dr. Lee received her B.A. in English from the University

of Vermont, her M.A. in English and Ph.D. in Higher
Education Administration from Ohio State University, and
her ].D. from Georgetown University Law Center. She is

the author of numerous books and articles on employment
law, higher education law, employment discrimination, and
academic employment practices. She is the coauthor, with
William A. Kaplin, of The Law of Higher Education, 5th ed.
(2013), A Legal Guide for Student Affairs Professionals, 2nd
ed. (2009, with W. Kaplin), and Academics in Court: The
Consequences of Faculty Discrimination Litigation (with
George LaNoue). She is a Fellow of the National Association
of College and University Attorneys, and is a recipient of the
Daniel Gorenstein award from Rutgers University.

Dr. Lee serves on the Executive Committee of the New
Jersey Bar Association’s Labor and Employment Law
Section, is the immediate past chair of the Bar Association’s
Higher Education Committee, and is a former member of
the board of directors of the National Association of College
and University Attorneys. She is chair of the editorial board
of The Journal of College & University Law. She also serves
as an expert witness for litigation involving employment
discrimination, sexual harassment, student issues, and
academic personnel decisions.
